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Ishi’s Untold Story is a remarkable California Indians’ story, 
introducing Yahi words and photographs of Ishi’s ancestral homeland, 
thus giving readers a broader, deeper view of what was this man’s past 
and why a better understanding of Ishi’s life-challenges succeeds in 
introducing in the 21st Century, a new recognition of him as what we 
moderns are.
